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INTRODUCTION

The year 2007 was one of the busiest years for the PDP party. The People of Burma,
led by Monks, demonstrated against the SPDC regime. The PDP had to write a
number of letters to the UN, ASEAN and Senior General Than Shwe outlining to
them the "Burmese Solution" with which to solve the political situation in Burma by
peaceful means. The Central Committee of the PDP now presents the Annual Report
to the people of Burma, and those people in the World, who have an interest in the
political affairs of Burma. The Report presents the activities and achievements of the
party for the year 2007.

1. INTERVIEW WITH MR.RALPH BACHOE.

The PDP had an interview with Mr.Ralph Bachoe, the retired Assistant Editor of
the Bangkok Post Newspaper on 7" January, 2007. In that interview, the PDP
outlined that the PDP is not asking for the Election Mandate from the SPDC military
regime, but a Round Table Conference, where all opposition parties and minority
communities would participate and air their political views and try to reach a
consensus on the way forward. The PDP also asked the SPDC military regime to hand
over power to the people, so that a Multiparty Interim Government could be formed
and a new General Election could be held, where the PDP would contest it with the
intention of forming a Government of National Unity and Reconstruction, if it won an
overall majority of Parliamentary seats.

The PDP also mentioned that, 'if the SPDC military regime were to agree to hand
over power to a Civilian Multiparty Interim Government, in return, the leaders, all
the leaders of the SPDC Senior officers, Junior officers and the ranks would be
granted unconditional irrevocable guarantee of immunity from any legal process of
whatever nature in Burma or outside Burma in protocols, which will be deposited



with the UN Secretary-General & Security Council, the International Criminal Court
and the Human Rights Commission'.

Also, the PDP reminded the SPDC military regime that, if it refuses to give up power,
the PDP would cease negotiating with the SPDC and, significantly intensify its armed
defensive resistance against military assets and positions until it prevails. The PDP is
preparing itself for such a possibility in the appropriate way.

On the question of the UN Ambassador His Excellency Professor Gambari's first visit
to Burma, the PDP responded that 'his first visit earlier this year was I believe
misconceived, as it operated on the basis that the UN Secretary General was
prepared to mediate in talks between the SPDC regime and the NLD and Daw Aung
San Suu Kyi to form a government. This was totally unacceptable to the PDP, as it
was tantamount to UN political interference in the domestic political affairs of
Burma, which the UN is prevented by its Charter. We made our position clear to the
UN Secretary- General pointing out that, the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi no
longer can claim to represent the people of Burma, but itself'.

On the question of General Election Mandate of the NLD, the PDP answered as
follows: "The UN Secretary-General and the UN Security Council, have no
Jurisdiction to extend or amend the 1990 General Election Mandate of the NLD and,
it would be ultra vires to conduct negotiations with the NLD and the SPDC military
regime, as the legal and constitutional position of the NLD has changed to that of an
ordinary political party without any General Election Mandate, otherwise the UN
would be politically intervening in the domestic politics, on the side of one political
party, which it is required by the UN Charter to maintain strict impartiality".

On the question of the SPDC National Convention, the PDP answered as follows: "the
PDP is totally opposed to this chimera of democracy and, it is determined that only
true democratic dispensation without reserved seats will suffice and, we shall strive to
bring this about however tough it may be. We therefore call upon all the people of
Burma to reject the National Convention for the Constitution, which it is not, rather,
it is the SPDC National Coronation of military rule for all time. This is a political
fraud we must not allow to pass. Our vigilance must be maintained to stop the SPDC
to deceive the people. .... We have the 1947 Constitution. All we need is to make some
adjustments here and there to it, to take account of current realities and the 21st
Century international situation".

2. THE CHAIRMAN OF THE PDP WAS INVITED TO SPEAK AT THE
LANDMARK DEBATE IN MAY 2007 AT THE OXFORD UNION, UNIVERSITY OF
OXFORD
On the evening of 180 May 2007, Bo Aung Din, the Chairman of the PDP, went to
the Oxford Union in Oxford and joined the debate - " THIS HOUSE BELIEVES THAT
THE INTERNET IS THE GREATEST FORCE FOR DEMOCRATISATION IN THE
WORLD".



. Professors from University of Oxford, Yale University and Canadian University, an
MP from the UK and many other student intellects from Oxford University,
contributed in the debate. In the afternoon, before the Debate took place, Bo Aung
Din had an opportunity to meet the members of Oxford University Amnesty
International (OUAI) & Oxford Union Burma Society (OUBS). It was an
unforgettable meeting. The attendants asked Bo Aung Din about the political relations
between the NLD and the PDP, to which Bo Aung Din answered with evidence that,
the NLD was the one which does not want to work with it and asked the PDP not to
work in politics together with it. The next question was about the media coverage and
to that the Chairman Bo Aung Din answered that, for some unknown reason or
reasons there was no media coverage of the PDP party. On that evening, when the
debate started, Bo Aung Din participated with full enthusiasm and gave the objective
aspirations of the people of Burma, by revealing the PDP's political position,
background history, the PDP political policy towards the SPDC and the NLD. He also
gave an account of the spoiled attempt for the formation of Government in the
Liberated Area in 1994. Over 450 people of high dignitaries, academics, students and
business men and women attended it and, gave a long and high applause at the end of
his speech. Bo Aung Din thanked very much the student leaders and all the staffs

from the Oxford Students Union, who organised that event.

3. ROHINGYAS MINORITY COMMUNITY SUPPORTED THE PDP

In the middle of 2007, Rohingyas minority community, total population around 6
millions, whole heartedly poured their support to the PDP, because of its firm
opposition to discrimination of any kind, racial and above all, xenophobia.

The Rohingyas also support the PDP's policy of equal opportunities and equal access
to all employment, political opportunities, including the highest political offices
without distinction to race or community origin.

In an exchange of correspondence between Dr.Habib Sadiki on the issue of minority
communities and discrimination in Burma, Bo Aung Din, the Chairman of the PDP,
answered it as follows: Your question or rather questions in paragraph 3 have raised
very important issues of policy, as far as governance is concerned. I shall first of all
state very clearly and, without any ambiguity that, the PDP political policies and
values are entirely based on non-racial discrimination, since it was founded by ex-
Premier U Nu in 1970. This policy is its overriding principle and the Rule of Law. In
the PDP's view, any purported law, which violates non-racial-discrimination is totally
unacceptable to our party.

You will be interested to know that during Prime Minister U Nu's Government, there
was a Radio Programme for Rohingyas and also, for other minorities. As far as we are
aware, there was no Rohingya problem when U Nu was Prime Minister when he was
removed from office by General Ne Win's military coup. We are fully aware of the
Rohingya situation and, we totally condemn xenophobia in any walk of life in our
country. The PDP intends to resolve this, when it wins at the General Election by
legislation of passing a "Bill of Rights™ which will guarantee the rights of every citizen
and, the categories in 1982 Citizenship Act will not apply.

"Xenophobia" is not an issue within the PDP, but is is an issue for our Nation and we
must deal with it. The PDP's policy is based on equal access, to equal opportunities to
economic and equal political office or position, without distinction to race, origin,
colour of the person. And the Rule of Law will be the supreme arbiter that will define
and mediate in all our social, political and economic transactions without favour or
fear. No one individual will be above the law however high or powerful the office they
hold.

4. WHO IS BO AUNG DIN?

This question was raised, especially by some NLD supporters and 8888 groups, with
the intention to belittle the position of Bo Aung Din and the PDP party. Those late
comers to the political opposition side were naive, narrow-minded, arrogant and, only
want to tell lies to the world that they are the only generation who are or have been
fighting for democracy in Burma. To achieve this, they tried hard to hide the truth
about Burmese History and its giant political actors. They showed crass stupidity by
pretending that the History of Burma does not exist and the PDP also does not exist,
like the way some foolish people try to hide the elephant with a sheep skin. For them,



the History of Burma began in 1988. This infantile political fraud was quickly taken
up by the NLD in 1990, when it won the General Election. The NLD also pretends
that the History of Burma began in 1990 and, before, this no political parties existed!
The so-called 8888 generation and the NLD have used this masquerade to get funding
from overseas. The PDP has no intention to boast or show off or get attention from
anybody. The original PDP members, who are leading the party now, are around 60
years and, they have just been fighting for democracy in Burma for the benefit of
future generations of the people of Burma. When the late-comers tried to belittle the
PDP, they just dismissed them as a political irrelevance and of no historical
significance.

At the time of the Monks' demonstration in August-September 2007 in Burma was
similar to the Orange Revolution type movements like those in Serbia, Georgia,
Ukraine and other former Eastern Soviet Russia countries. The PDP warned against
the demonstrations with the intention of saving innocent lives, which would be
crushed by the military regime, as already it knew of the intended demonstrations. But
some self-seekers among them tried to accuse the PDP of being an enemy of the
people of Burma. This accusation reminded the PDP of Lenin, the Russian
Communist leader, who was accused as a German spy while he was organising the
Communist Revolution in Russia. At last, everybody witnessed, as the PDP had
warned them: the uprising would be mercilessly crushed. Many poor, brave and
misguided innocents, trapped inside Burma called for foreign troops, to save their
souls, until the last minutes, before they were devoured by the killing machine. Who
is to be blamed for this failure: the Monks? the students or the people from inside? or
the NLD or 8888 groups living abroad? or the Burma Industries? or the SPDC
regime? The PDP would like to see self-assessment and self-confessions from each
group. For the SPDC, it was a question of survival. But for the Burmese exiles in the
West, financial backers and collaborators, recklessly duped those inside Burma - the
political innocents, the Monks to rise up against an impregnable military regime based
on a white-Centric revolutionary ethos, as in Serbia, Georgia, Ukraine and other
Balkan States, which is totally inimical to Buddhist teaching and social networks, do
not land themselves easily to the so-called orange Revolution. This is why, this futile
attempt failed, but the people paid heavily for this and are still paying.

S. UPRISING IN AUGUST & SEPTEMBER AND THE ROLE OF THE PDP

Everybody knows that, the uprising was originated by the SPDC regime, which
suddenly increased the petrol price of 500 times in the middle of August. Monks led
the uprising and made four demands, 1. to reduce the prices of oil and other
commodities, 2. to apologise to Monks, 3. to solve the political problems by meeting
all opposition parties, 4. to release all political prisoners. The courage of the Monks
only asked one political demand 'to solve the political problems by meeting all
opposition parties'.

The Monks, who were disciples of Lord Buddha, know that, there are other opposition
political parties, other opposition political leaders and, there is no more Election
Mandate for the NLD. This is the important point the PDP wants to emphasise,
especially to the big powers that, they should help solve the political problems of



Burma with a realistic approach. The UN, the US, Canada, the UK and the EU should
see that, 17 years of supporting the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, by pretending
that the General Election Mandate of 1990 still exists, would not help to anybody in
finding a political solution for Burma. How can a General Election Mandate exist for
17 years? Is this democracy or political manipulation, which the West criticises the
SPDC for? Why should the SPDC give power to another undemocratic entity, which
is to all intents and purposes, a dictatorship a "purpet of the West on its approved
list?" The PDP wanted to see every country helping Burma without bias and, their
help would have been appreciated and embraced by all the people of Burma. But
supporting one party - the NLD illegally by giving it a non-existent General Election
Mandate and supporting Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, one political individual, who no
longer can claim legitimacy more than other political actors, no viable political
solution will be achieved. Dictating to the people of Burma that, the NLD and Daw
Aung San Suu Kyi must govern or rule Burma, is totally unacceptable according to
Democratic principles and hence, to the people of Burma and the PDP. This foreign
interference will be resisted vigorously by democratic means. Which is why, the PDP
put aside its political differences with the SPDC regime to unite to defend Burma's
National Interest and Sovereignty against the US, Britain, France, EU and the UN
interference in the internal political affairs of Burma in violation of the UN Charter.

The PDP hoped that, the West would not be one-sided, believing twisted information
provided by the NLD supporters inside and outside, that the NLD was the only one
opposition party in Burma fighting for democracy and, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi was
the only democratic leader. They should know themselves that, only around 60 NLD
members joined the Monks' demonstration and, the rest of the demonstrators were
Monks, students and people, who did not ask the NLD or Daw Aung San Suu Kyi to
lead them. It is a very important message that, Burma needs democracy, not a shop-
soiled party and incompetent leadership.

If we analyse the September Uprising a little bit more in detail, we would see that, it
was a man-made demonstration, deliberately organised on the Orange Revolution
model, by the NLD and 8888 groups living outside the country working together with
the foreign Burma Industries, NGOs, but lacking in cultural relevance plans, not like
the genuine 8888 uprising, which was spontaneous, natural and reaching to a maturity
stage, where General Ne Win could not control the people or his own soldiers for
months. In the event of the August-September 07 Uprising, the SPDC regime was
waiting for that event, in a the position of readiness to crush it. Until now, those who
are responsible for those carnages are blaming the SPDC regime, but never criticise or
confess themselves that they are the ones who were responsible.

6. The NLD and 8888 groups tried to keep the PDP aside from the August-September
2007 Uprising.

Before the August-September 2007 Uprising, some NLD members, some 8888 groups
and some Burma Industries were so arrogant that, they repeatedly attacked the PDP
with the intention of concealing the PDP's political role in Burma. The 8888 group
wrote to the PDP that, "it must not ride the 8888 horse". The PDP responded that, "it
would not ride not only the 8888 horse, but also any other future uprising, which was
going to be organised by them". The NLD group also wrote to the PDP that "it must



keep away from interfering internal politics, as the PDP did not know what is
happening inside Burma". More than that, that man tried to "blackmail the PDP
Chairman, by saying that he will reveal some information injurious to his reputation”.
The PDP Chairman gave the NLD person carte blanche to disclose to the public any
bad or negative information he might know about the Chairman. Another group also
wrote to Bo Aung Din by threatening to blackmail his character. These challenges
were handled properly by allowing them to reveal any thing about the party or the
Chairman's misdeeds. Blackmailers could not respond anymore. There was nothing to
be afraid in the party's achievements or in the personal character of the Chairman.

The NLD and 8888 were so arrogant that, they believed the uprising was going to
succeed and, remove the SPDC regime from power and, would form the government.
They told the PDP to keep away from their activities, which it had no intention of
joining anyway. On 231 24t September, when the SPDC regime was on its way to
crush the demonstrators, the PDP could not keep quiet and had to write a letter to
Senior General Than Shwe demanding that he abstains from using disproportionate
violence.

But when the September Uprising was actually crushed and, when we learned that
innocent Monks, students and people were arrested or killed, the PDP's leaders could
not abstain from responding to the situation, but had to ask one of the PDP groups
based in Bangkok, to launch a demonstration in front of the Burmese Embassy in
Bangkok on 7™ October, 2007. There, the PDP released slogans, asking the SPDC
military regime to stop killing the demonstrators. U Soe Aung, the General Secretary
of the PDP and other leaders, organised that demonstration successfully. Over 500
PDP members joined the demo, while wearing yellow turbans. (Video for the PDP

The PDP members demonstrated in front of the Burmese Embassy in Bangkok, on 7"
October, 2007 and, protested against the SPDC military regime not to use disproportionate
violence.

7. THE PDP WROTE TO THE UN SECRETARY-GENERAL NOT TO BE BIASED

Soon after the uprising in Burma was crushed, the UN Secretary-General sent
Ambassador Gambari to Burma to meet the SPDC regime purportedly to help solve
the political problem. The PDP has no objection to that point, and welcomed it. But
the PDP could not accept the point where the UN Secretary-General and Ambassador
Gambari planned to solve the political situation in Burma by treating Daw Aung San
Suu Kyi as the leader and representative of all opposition political parties to talk with
the SPDC regime. This is the point where the PDP stood up and protested. The PDP
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does not oppose Daw Aung San Suu Kyi in person, but it opposes her, if she is going
to pretend that she is a representative of the rest of the opposition political parties. The
reason is, the NLD has no more General Election Mandate to stand as a representative
of the opposition parties or to decide the fate of Burma anymore. It is now 17 years
after the General Election was held in 1990 and, an Election Mandate could not last
for 17 years; it lasts only 4 years. At the same time, the PDP members are sacrificing
their lives to end military rule and, our party is the protector of the democratic
principle for the people of Burma or as practiced in the UK, USA, Germany, France,
Canada and other parts of the world. They are sacrificing their lives to cement the true
democratic principles in Burma, as the defenders of democracy.

So, the PDP wrote to His Excellency BanKi-moon, the UN Secretary-General, not to
be biased by interfering in the internal affairs of a member country. It also warned
that, the UN Charter does not allow the UN Secretary-General to break its principle or
to intervene in the internal affairs of a member country. Unfortunately, it seemed that
the UN Secretary-General did not pay any attention to the PDP's letter. Instead, he
sent Ambassador Gambari to try to solve the Burma political problems, by treating
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi as the sole political representative of the people of Burma,
although she had no more Election Mandate. In fact, it is now 17 years after General
Election took place in Burma and, no more Election Mandate exists for the NLD.
According to democratic principles, every party must be treated equally and
especially, it is the UN's duty to do so. The UN leaders should pay respect to the
political role of the other opposition political parties in Burma, which have also their
own political agenda to help solve the current political problems, successfully.

When the UN Secretary-General neglected the PDP's letter, the PDP demonstrated in
Bangkok on 7-10-07, and shouted a slogan 'Down with Ambassador Gambari'. But
that move was totally neglected again by the UN Secretary-General and, he again sent
for the second time Ambassador Gambari to Rangoon. The PDP saw it another insult
to the opposition political parties in Burma by the UN, by intervening in the internal
affairs of a member country. The PDP Chairman wrote a strong letter to Senior
General Than Shwe, criticising him for showing weakness in defending the
"Nationalist Interest and Sovereignty of Burma". He advised Senior Than Shwe to
show strength and not to be bullied by the UN Secretary-General and, refuse to see
Ambassador Gambari and to refuse to have any discussions with Daw Aung San Suu
Kyi and the NLD.

More than that, the PDP saw in the way Ambassador Gambari smuggled out, the Daw
Aung San Suu Kyi's letter and read it in Singapore, practically breaching the Code of
Conduct of a UN officer, who should not get involved in the internal affairs of a UN
member country. Worse than that, during the ASEAN Summit Conference, the UN
Secretary-General wanted the ASEAN community to condemn Burmese Military
Regime, especially, using the words, 'Burma is a threat to the regional peace and
security'.

8. The PDP wrote to the ASEAN leaders to stand for Non-interference
in the Internal Affairs of its Member country.



After August-September, 2007 uprising in Burma, the ASEAN SUMMIT was held on
19" to 22™ October, 2007. The UN, the US and the West sent more messages to the
ASEAN leaders to give pressure to the SPDC regime. They want the ASEAN leaders
to say that, "Burma is a threat to the regional peace and security". Whichever way, the
ASEAN leaders follow, whether to support the role and Mandate of the NLD and
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, or to say that 'Burma is a threat to the regional peace and
security', the UN and the West were going to use them, to give more firm pressure to
the SPDC military regime, with the intention of sending 'troops of the willing from
the West' to Burma.

The PDP is trying to introduce democratic principles in Burma and, if the trends are
swaying out of the democratic principles, as the UN and the West are favouring only
one party and one person, the PDP has a duty, to defend them.

For instance, the Mandate of the General Election which last only 4 years, is not fully
understood by many dissidents who are asking for democracy in Burma. In 2005, one
of the NCGUB leaders defended the claim for the Mandate, by writing in the internet
that, "it will last until democracy is restored and power is handed over to the NLD".

In the middle of 2007, the PDP corresponded with His Excellency the British ex-
Ambassador Mr.Derek Tonkin to Thailand and Cambodia, and an Expert in
International Relations and International Politics, because, he is a person of immense
experience and knowledge in this area. The PDP asked him can a General Election
Mandate last for 17 years? His answer was precise: " As regards the NLD's mandate from
the 1990 Elections - and I agree with your view that 17 years is impossibly long for a
mandate to survive - ". The PDP saluted His Excellency ex-Ambassador Mr.Derek
Tonkin for his wisdom and courage in answering that question. His answer
enlightened many political dissidents of Burma, who wanted to know about the time
limit of an Election Mandate.

Because of this, when the UN, the US and the West turn their blind eyes and keep on
supporting only the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and, misleading the world
leaders by tempting them to treat the lady and her party as if they have an Election
Mandate, the PDP has to find a solution to solve that conundrum. On the other hand,
the PDP members, the descendants of the historical democratic party led by the
historical leaders, who have been fighting for over 37 years to restore democracy in
Burma, by abandoning their families, personal welfares and sacrificing the whole of
their lives for the same cause until now, felt it, as an insult and humiliation, to the
people of Burma and its historical legacy of the party of the Legendary Nationalist
Hero General Aung San and the "Thirty Comrades" and Premier U Nu.

So, when the ASEAN SUMMIT meeting was held, the PDP wrote a letter to the
ASEAN leaders, reminding them to firmly stand on the principle of non-interference
in the internal affairs of a member country. God bless to the PDP; the ASEAN leaders
unanimously stood firmly on this principle of non-interference. Many thanks to the
ASEAN leaders, for their correct vision, correct view on democratic principles, and
correct courage to make such a decision, despite the intense pressure from the West
and their obedient tool the UN Secretary-General, who is acting illegally against the
UN Charter.



9. The PDP wrote two important letters to Senior General Than Shwe

During the first visit in September and second visit in November 2007 of the UN
Ambassador Gambari to Rangoon and during the ASEAN SUMMIT during the third
week of November 2007, the PDP wrote two letters to Senior General Than Shwe,
which were based on the issue of the "National Interest and Sovereignty". The first
letter was written, while Ambassador Gambari was pressing Senior General Than
Shwe to have tripartite dialogue, Between Gen.Than Shwe, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi
and Ambassador Gambari himself. That type of UN's involvement was totally biased
towards the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi that, Burma could be seen changing
from dictatorship to autocracy/dictatorship, where the NLD, which had no more
Election Mandate and which never follows democratic principles, would run the
country. Another thing is, the UN is violating the principles of its own Charter and
deliberately interfering in the internal affairs of a member country, by dictating to it,
which party and political leader to have a dialogue with, at the expense of other
political opposition parties. The question is: Is His Excellency BanKi-moon
empowered to interfere in the internal affairs of a member? Has the US, Britain,
France and EU have power to force the UN Secretary-General to interfere in the
internal affairs of a member country? These are questions, which people must demand
from these countries and the UN.

It can be seen that, the West's intention is not sincere. By keeping the NLD and Daw
Aung San Suu Kyi in their pockets, they might send "troops of the willing" from the
West to Burma. This could have far reaching consequences for Burma, Thailand,
India and other neighbours in terms of security, peace and economic interests. There
is no doubt that China will deploy its troops to resist the Western's troops and this
could lead to a Third World War and, it is possible that, there will be no more Burma
left at the end.

So, in the first PDP's letter, the PDP urged Senior General Than Shwe to reject the
proposal of Ambassador Gambari for tripartite talks and, the SPDC should send its
foreign Minister to the UN, so that the PDP and the SPDC's representatives can
present a joint Petition at the UN that, the UN is interfering in the internal affairs of a
member country.

Soon after the PDP sent that letter to General Than Shwe, the ASEAN SUMMIT
started in Singapore from 19™ to 22™ November, 2007. The UN and the West
continued their pressure to the ASEAN to say what they wanted. The PDP saw that
there was some danger that, the West could send its troops, if things were moving on
that way. The reason is, when Havel/Tutu letter was presented to the UN in 2005,
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi asked the UNSC to help solve the Burma problem. The
UNSC intention according to that letter was to apply Chapter 7 and from there to
follow article 42 and 39, so that the UN troops can be sent to Burma, but China and
Russia would veto such a plan. Some NLD members and 8888 groups also wrote
letters to the UN and to the Western countries to send troops to Burma. Now also, the
UN and the West were forcefully pressuring the SPDC regime or the ASEAN leaders
to meet their desires. Through these situations, we can draw the conclusion that, one
way or another, Daw Aung San Suu is a Trojan Horse.



The PDP felt that it needed an urgent move to counter those pressures with the
intention of saving the future political situation of Burma. Especially, if the ASEAN
leaders were tempted by the UN and the West and said something which is not
suitable for the National Interest and Sovereignty of Burma, it would be a great
disaster for the future of Burma.

Because of this, the PDP wrote again to Senior General Than Shwe, explaining to him
the benefit of handing over power to the PDP, which is more legitimate than the NLD.

10. Why The PDP Opposed The Biased UN's Political Approach On
Burma?

Third World countries joined the UN with a confidence that, the UN Charter will
protect their Sovereignty, give them equal treatment, and non-interference in the
internal affairs of a member country by the UN. The PDP repeatedly reminded the
UN Secretary-General, not to be biased in its role as mediator and, avoid taking sides
in the internal political affairs of Burma. But the UN Secretary-General BanKi-moon,
did not give an ounce of respect to the political views of the rest of the opposition
political parties in Burma. Burma has a strong historical background for democracy
since it regained independence from the British Colonial regime in 1948. Our
Legendary Hero General Aung San himself was a nationalist and democrat, who tried
to introduce democracy in Burma, before he and his comrades were assassinated.
When U Nu took over his place as the leader of the political party and country, U Nu
accepted democracy and introduced it in the country. The rest of the leaders of the
'Thirty Comrades", who fought together with General Aung San for Independence,
also supported U Nu, who was running the country as a democracy. U Nu got 15
years of rule from the time Burma got Independence to the time he was arrested and
put behind bars by General Ne Win in 1962 in a military coup. During those 15 years
of the Independence period, U Nu pulled the country, to become a successful
democratic state and one of the richest countries in the ASIAN region. The political
vehicle to reintroduce democracy in Burma again, after the removal of General Ne
Win from power, U Nu and the leaders of 'The Thirty Comrades' founded a legitimate
government political party the Parliamentary Democracy Party - the PDP in 1970, in
the liberated area along the Thai-Burma border. But financial constraints and lack of
equipment and materiel, jungle illnesses and lack of medicines took their toll and
passed the leadership of their political ambition on the shoulders of new political
leaders of the PDP, who were their close followers.

Through this continuation of historical duty on their shoulders, the current PDP
leaders recruited many members and from among them, chose those who passed the
stringent mental, physical tests and psychological profile, to form the backbone of the
Parliamentary Democracy Army - the PDA - a guerrilla resistance movement, which
has been fighting the military regime with the intention of removing it from power
and to restore democracy and freedom of speech, under the Rule of Law. The political
arm of the PDP produced political papers about its political philosophy and
programme for Burma after the end of military rule. Some of these political papers
were sent to the UN Secretary-General asking for specific actions to be taken by the
UN.



The PDP demands that the UN Secretary-General should pay equal attention, to the
political parties in Burma and, not to treat the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, as
representing the people of Burma, as they no longer hold an Election Mandate.

However, the UN Secretary-General continued to act in a biased way, towards the
NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and, the PDP warned him that, he was acting
illegally against the UN Charter, which required him and all his staff to maintain strict
neutrality, when mediating in the internal affairs of a country. Failure to do so, was
not only a political denial of the existence of the PDP, which is the oldest political
party in Burma founded in 1970 by Premier U Nu after he was overthrown from
power by General Ne Win. It is also, a denial of the history of Burma and its political
martyrs of the pre-independence period - the legendary Hero General Aung San and
"The Thirty Comrades" who fought British Colonial Rule and Japanese occupation, so
as to remove a standing insult to all the people of Burma.

This is one of the reasons, why the PDP challenged the attitude of the UN Secretary-
General and, asked Senior General Than Shwe, to protect the "National Interest and
Sovereignty" of Burma by refusing to see Ambassador Gambari, the emissary of the
UN Secretary-General, as this would be an insult and humiliation to the people of
Burma. The PDP also, formulated a plan to get assistance from Japan, New Zealand,
the ASEAN and the rest of the Third World countries, in solving the political situation
in Burma, without UN involvement or the West or East, to prepare for the preparation
of the Electoral Register for the General Election and also, to supervise the entire
Electoral process. The PDP believes that, those world leaders, who are genuinely
concerned with the welfare of Burma, would understand and accept the political
views of the PDP and, would give their assistance in this connection to solve the
political situation in Burma. We need free and fair treatment, not deliberate insults or
by the West, choosing which political party and political leader must rule Burma. The
West's fixation with the NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi to form the next
government and the latter to become leader of Burma, is not only irrational, but also,
an undemocratic precedent, which goes against Prime Minister U Nu's tradition of
democracy and the Rule of Law. This is not democracy, but dictatorship by fiat of the
West. The PDP totally rejects this neo-colonialism and political manipulation, which
would usher a Trojan Horse to form a puppet government. The West must make up its
mind, whether it wants democracy in Burma or not. If it wants to impose a political
party and politician of its choice to govern Burma, it is better for the West to stop
complaining about the SPDC dictatorship. Why should we exchange one dictatorship
for the West's client dictatorship?

11. The PDP does not get Media Coverage.

In the struggle for democracy in Burma, for unknown reasons, the PDP does not get
any media coverage in the UK or by any other world media. It is a strange event,
especially, the BBC - British overseas Radio station, which is claiming proudly during
December, 2007 that, they are celebrating 75 years Anniversary of their Radio Service
to the World, with the intention of promoting "freedom of speech and democracy".
The PDP learned through a close friend that, the head of the BBC Overseas Burmese
Section called Daw Tin Hta Shwe, told that friend that, she did not know or never has
heard about the Parliamentary Democracy Party - the PDP. Certainly, she could not



have had any problem in opening and reading the email sent to the BBC Burmese
Section from the PDP Information Section each time it releases its statement. Also,
there are some members in the Burmese Section, who are very unhappy about this
policy of news-censorship. Other members in the Burmese Section intend to reveal
this Macarthys News Censorship of the PDP news to other media in the near future.
Similarly, one of the well-known male TV presenters from London, who talked to a
PDP supporter and told him that, they cannot interview the PDP or mention its
background, because, they have been given instructions, from up High not to give it
any air coverage. So much for the BBC's independence and free speech. As far as the
PDP is concerned, the BBC is just a glorified propaganda vehicle, masquerading as a
staunch defender of free speech, when in fact it is not. The BBC Radio and 24 Hours
TV are just mouth-piece of the British Government. The PDP therefore warns all the
people of Burma to treat all the news outputs broadcasts and television on Burma, by
the BBC Radio and Television as propaganda and, dismiss them as news material
intended to serve British interests. Do not believe what you hear - just ask yourselves
- why do you only hear about NLD and Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and no other news of
the oldest political party in Burma, the PDP founded in 1970? Why does the BBC
suggest by its news coverage that the History of Burma - began in 1990? Recently,
since August and September 2007, the History began in 1988 - student uprising! The
BBC pretends that Prime Minister U Nu had no connection with our Hero General
Aung San, from whom the latter succeed him as leader and to lead the country to
regain its Independence. Which means that, the PDP has a direct historical link with
the Legendary General Aung San politically and as Nationalists, unlike any other
political party in Burma. The PDP has found the new media the Internet effective for
its political purposes and does not miss BBC, RFA or VOA media coverage. The
party will soon be broadcasting its television and radio programmes in 2008.

The news of the PDP's demonstration, in front of the Burmese Embassy in Bangkok
on 7" October, 2007, was not mentioned by the RFA, although it interviewed the PDP
Secretary-General on that occasion. VOA also does not release the PDP news.

The PDP would like to convey the following good wishes to those Burmese people
broadcasting at those media sections, "Merry X'mas and Happy New Year To You",
and would like to remind them, to wake up and rub their eyes, to see the latest
political developments in Burma, where the PDP has asked Senior General Than
Shwe to hand over power to the PDP. Wake up! The PDP has politically been very
proactive in finding a solution to end military rule in Burma and restore democracy
and free speech. It has made a major political initiative, which the SPDC has
expressed a willingness to consider. Forget about your 17 year old political views,
which has led our country from calamity to calamity. The dawn of a new Burma will-
by-pass you, while you are mired in the fantasy of the personality cult - be real - live
in the real world of news.

12. Using Trojan Horse Would Not Work For Democracy In Burma.

A person who cannot convey any tangible political results or benefits of removing the
SPDC regime from power and restore democracy, in 17 years, cannot be said to be a
capable leader or her party - the NLD to be an effective political party, which has
competently discharged the 1990 General Election Mandate. What has Daw Aung San



Suu Kyi and the NLD brought to the people of Burma in the 17 years, since 1990,
other than personal awards and soon a Gold Medal? Are those of any use to the
suffering people of Burma, who only want the end of military rule and the restoration
of democracy, free speech, employment and enough food to eat.

The SPDC military regime continues to build up its position to become stronger and
stronger, while the NLD is hopelessly sinking deeper and deeper into the abyss. But
why the UN Secretary-General, who is acting against the UN Charter, and the West
are deliberately supporting the NLD party, although they know that, it no longer has a
General Election Mandate? Daw Aung San Suu Kyi called for UNSC's support,
during the Havel/Tutu's Report to the UN. The NLD is claiming that it is applying
non-violence, but it asked the UNSC's support, which means to send troops. The non-
violence method applied by Mahatama Gandhi was a true application of non-violence
method, to which the British Colonial Ruler could not find any reason to give any
punishment or arrest. The NLD's non-violence method is a fake. It only shows that,
the NLD is pursuing a short cut to gain power in Burma, by manipulating the meaning
of non-violence. At the same time, in many letters, written by Burma Industries in
Britain and the US and, some individuals from Western countries, we can see that,
they are trying to apply Orange Revolution style operations in Burma to remove the
military regime. We can see the NLD leaders living abroad, travelling all over the
world, but they won't be seen wandering in the jungle along the border, organising
opposition movement, by preparing themselves to sacrifice their own lives for the
cause. In fact, the whole scene of the NLD's group's movement could be seen as
wondering around the world to try to bring Western troops to Burma to fight for them,
so that they can rule Burma as a government.

On the other hand, why those Western countries, who are very intelligent, who can
analyse the Burma politics very well, do not see the weaknesses of the NLD's leaders?
On the other hand, the Western countries know very well that, China is influencing
Burma. Burma is not a landlocked country. It is sitting on a strategically sensitive
location.

But one thing is, the NLD leaders are, hopelessly weak and they are willingly inviting
the West to send troops into Burma. Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, whose background is fit
for them, is their unique Trojan Horse. The West is fighting for her to become leader
of Burma, without going through the legitimate democratic process, to achieve their
hidden agenda. The PDP opposes such an undemocratic step and, calls upon all the
people of Burma to come out and oppose it. It is not in our country's interest.

The SPDC regime and its friendly countries know about it and, they play their parts,
not to let it happen. As a result, the people of Burma are suffering. We cannot move
Burma forwards under the present circumstances, where the "Trojan Horse" situation
is plugged in. The only solution to solve this political jam is the PDP' which is
advocating the right political democratic process, which would lead Burma from its
political quagmire to democracy, freedom of speech under the Rule of Law to unlock
the country's economic potential and to yield employment opportunities, education,
enterprise development, health and, most of all, security and peace. The people of
Burma are all tired of war, violence, unemployment, insecurity and lack of peace. All
they want is, to end military rule, restore democracy, freedom of speech, employment



and peace. The PDP asserts that, our country and the people deserve these and, we
intend to deliver to them in the near future.

13.  Some People Are Colour Blind.

Some Burmese people do not have enough capacity in analysing, judging, and
evaluating the political situation in Burma. They know the SPDC military regime has
regained its strength during the 17 years of inactivity by the NLD and Daw Aung San
Suu Kyi. People also know that, the NLD leaders close the people's mouths not to
mention about their corruption or telling against them by blocking their mouths with
money. The PDP believes that, according to what they had learned from the
September uprising in Burma, where only around 60 NLD members joined the
Monks, students and people, is a big reminder for people outside Burma, to open their
eyes and see how false are the NLD claims about representing or speaking on behalf
of the people of Burma. Only the PDP is fighting for democracy in Burma and, the
real removal of the SPDC military regime from power and to restore democracy.

14. Hiding the Burmese History

This is part of the collective move by the NLD, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and abbetted
by the West against the PDP, by hiding its historical contribution in Burmese history.
During the pre-Independece period, Burmese patriots, such as, Tha Khin Ko Daw
Hmine, Tha Khin Ba Sein, U Aung San (General Aung San), U Nu, Bo Let Ya, Bo
Yang Naing, U Ba Swe, U Kyaw Nyeing, U Thein Pe Myint etc., who were the
original leaders, fought for Independence since many of them were students at
Rangoon University - these are directly linked to the PDP. During the WWII, the
Legendary Hero General Aung San led the "Thirty Comrades" and fought against the
British Colonial regime, then again the Japanese occupation troops, who did not keep
their promise to give Independence to Burma. Those historical leaders formed a
historical political party AFPFL (Anti-Facist People Freedom League) and continued
to struggle for Independence. When General Aung San and a group of leaders were
assassinated, U Nu took his place as leader and continued to fight for regaining
Independence.

When Burma got Independence on 4th January,1948, U Nu became the first Prime
Minister of Burma. He successfully rebuilt the country's economy. He also introduced
democracy in the country to the extent that, people can criticise the government by
providing a 'Speakers' Box' (equivalent to Speaker Corner at Hyde Park, London), in
the centre of Rangoon. Police could be seen protecting those who were criticising the
regime. Under U Nu's government, the country became one of the richest countries in
South East Asia, and one of the top countries, which gained so many medals in each
South East Asian Peninsular Games. Neighbouring countries sent their children to
come to Burma and go into University education. Forestry Department from Rangoon
University was so famous that, students from Asian countries sent their University
students to come to further their studies in that particular subject in Burma. Many
home industries moved to the next step of heavy industry level. People with lowest
income jobs, such as sweepers, could look after at least five household members. A
sweeper earned monthly salary 85 Kyats. 100 Kilo rice bag cost only 25 Kyats. A
Tetron Shirt cost only 5 Kyats. Rent for a small home or a reasonable sized flat at



suburban area to provide 5 family members cost only 15 Kyats. Vegetable and fish
were cheap. No one complained of poverty. Everybody felt happy.

Even now, when Burma's politics is internationally a heated issue, instead of
introducing different political views of different political parties from Burma, the
world is deliberately blinded by introducing only the NLD's political activities,
without exposing the major important political role of the PDP, which was founded in
1990 by Premier U Nu and is a major player in solving the Burma political situation.
Because of this, the NLD which achieved nothing during the 17 years of political
engagement, was exposed repeatedly, while deliberately closing the people's eyes and
ears about the PDP, which has a major historical pedigree than the NLD and, has
become the largest political party in Burma.

U Nu, the founder of the PDP, was the founder member of the Non-Alligned
Movement, and U Nu was the Champion of democracy, free speech and the Rule of
Law. So many of General Ne Win's followers, tried to degrade U Nu, by telling the lie
or distorting Burmese history that, he handed over power to General Ne Win, as he
could not handle the minority issue. Dr. Aye Chan, a history professor in Rangoon
University during General Ne Win's period, admitted on 27" August, 2007, that, the
history teachers were made to teach in their classrooms during the Gen.Ne Win's
period that, "Premier U Nu transferred power to Gen.Ne Win, as he fell in a political
dilemma". But Dr. Aye Chan wrote in his email to the PDP that it was not true. It was
a real coup de'tat. The PDP would like to thank Dr.Aye Chan, who is now the
Professor of South East Asian History, Kanda University, Japan, for providing this
important historical information.

So, those people, who tried to hide the history of Burma and the PDP, would be able
to hide it for a while. When the time comes, the truth emerges and, the whole world
will know about it. That way, some people tried to belittle the achievements of U Nu.
But, no one had the calibre to match U Nu. When U Nu died in Rangoon, he asked his
family to build on his grave the shape of opening palm on each end of the tomb. That
way, he left the message to the people of Burma that he was clean an un-corrupt.

Because of this, the people of Burma should know more about the achievements of U
Nu and other historical leaders such as "The Thirty Comrades", and the important role
of the PDP, which is the legacy of those prominent historical leaders, should be seen
playing a major role, in Burma again, to restore democracy, free speech, security,
peace and the Rule of Law.

15. The PDP's Views on the Seven Steps Road Map

The PDP will not accept the Seven Steps Road Map being drawn up by the SPDC
military regime. The terms and conditions are intended to favour the military regime
to continue to hold power forever. There will be no democracy under the military
rule. The PDP repeatedly reminded the SPDC military regime that, unless they
abandon power and return to barracks, the PDP will continue to oppose it, until it was
removed from power. A dictatorship is not capable of making a Constitution for a
Democracy, because, it is a contradiction in terms, because, a dictator's mindset
cannot think democracy, free speech and the Rule of Law.



16. Burma Solution is between Burmese to Burmese.

This is an important message to those who are pining for foreign troops to come to die
for them, so that they would become a government. It is a fantasy of those unrealistic
thinkers. First of all, no one will come to die for us for nothing. Another thing is, if
they come to die for us, we have to pay for their services by political means or by
economic means. At the same time, big neighbouring countries will be very much
suspicious with the foreign troops entering Burma, which can escalate into a war in
Burma. Thailand and India will be severely affected, but China will send troops into
Burma to fight the invaders at, so it were, its back-door. This could escalate into WW-
11, with frightening consequences. It will promote terrorism, spread wars among
minority communities, spread disease, crisis of border crossing by the refugees, and
many other social problems. Most of all, someone has to come and fight for our
freedom is not a correct moral conduct. If we want freedom, democracy and Human
Rights, we have to stand up and fight ourselves. This is the only right way to achieve
democracy by the people of Burma.

17. Conclusion:

We still do not know the exact plight of those, who were arrested during the uprising.
We estimated that there were many times more than what the people were mentioning
the numbers of demonstrators being killed by the SPDC regime.

The PDP would like to pray for those who were being arrested or who were killed by
the SPDC military regime.

It is the year for the PDP, it lost one of its important leaders Vice Chairman Bo Hmu
Min Htut (U Zin Min Htut) aged 88, who passed away on 14™ October, 2007 and,
another active leader U Mi Thaut (U Zin Mi Thaut) aged 76, who passed away on 10"
December, 2007.

It is with great sadness and sorrow that Mr.Ralph Bachoe - World Class Journalist, the
retired Assistant Editor of the Bangkok Post with an extraordinary knowledge of
Burmese politics passed away on 14" December, 2007, after illness. He was
dedicated to finding a solution of ending military rule and the restoration of
democracy and freedom. And he had hoped to end his career in a democratic Burma
with a free press. We send our condolence to his wife Mrs. Jenny Bachoe.

The PDP's position is much stronger than before with new members continuously
joining it. The PDP is planning to enhance its activities in the year 2008, with the
intention of giving pressure to the SPDC military regime to relinquish its power.

As the PDP had already asked the SPDC military regime to handover power to it, it
will continue to try its best to achieve this objective successfully for the benefit of
people of Burma. During this period, especially during the X'mas and New Year
Season, the PDP would like to express its good wishes to all the people of Burma and
to the world, especially to those who are sick, maimed by fighting, orphaned,
widowed abandoned and those terrorised by arbitrary power, and those who are sick
and hungry. The PDP holds your suffering in its mind and gives us increased



determination and effort to end military rule in the near future, so as to alleviate your
suffering and eventually bring you full employment, primary health care, education,
peace and security underpinned by the Rule of Law. We need the support of every
community of Burma in this historical challenge and huge endeavour and sacrifice to
reconcile our peoples with the military regime to handover power to the PDP and the
army to go back to barracks as a National Defence Force. We believe that, 2008 will
bring us to the end of military rule and a possible General Election.
